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Keynote Abstract: Popularising Acoustic Engineering

Trevor Cox / Salford University

While sound is important to everyone, acoustic engineering is a relatively unknown discipline. In
this keynote, methods that have been used by the author to popularise acoustics will be outlined
and critiqued. First, psychoacoustic experiments run via the Internet will be discussed. These allow
the public to take part in scientific exploration as test subjects or as a citizen scientist. Drawing on
experience from half a dozen popularist experiments that have reached hundreds of thousands of
people, the secrets of successful engagement will be outlined. In addition, experienced gained
from BBC Radio 4's So You Want To Be A Scientist, will be drawn upon to discuss how the public
can run experiments and become more than just test subjects. New digital technologies allow the
public to participate in acoustic science by enabling them to record and upload sounds to the Inter-
net. Two projects, one on soundscapes and another on sound tourism are drawn on as examples.
A key audience to target with outreach work is school children. The talk will finish by discussing a
number of projects that have engaged school children in acoustics, highlighting the problems of
reaching teachers and pupils
